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i Use of CAMPA fund for Van_Mahotsav/Publicity, forest protection, public
awareness, capacity building etc must be directly linked to forest regeneration and
improvement in forest cover/wildlife habitat in area terms. Area (in Ha) should be
the monitorable parameter for these activities. Hence, geo-coordinates of treated
sites shall be invariably uploaded on e-Green Watch portal in time. Vehicle, if in
exceptional cases only for CAMPA related work required, should be hired instead of
procurement for frontline staffs only. Forest/Wildlife Protection Force/Mobile Squad

shall not be funded under CAMPA, as this is primarily the responsibility of State
Govt./UT Adm.

ii.  The utility of fire watch tower must be thoroughly evaluated in light of FSI's Real
Time Fire alert system, and shall be accorded to in highly exceptional cases, for
which justification will be provided.

ili. For improvement of wildlife habitat, CAMPA fund should be utilized only for
raising of fodder and fruit bearing trees, soil & moisture conservation, augmentation
measures and invasive weed control. Fencing and constructions of essential
protection infrastructure if required, in exceptional circumstances may be done under
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XV.

CAMPA fund by using locally available eco-friendly materials and only after
assessing site specific requirement.

Use of CAMPA Funds for construction of concrete/Masonry boundary walls,
fencing etc inside the forest and the Protected Areas shall be avoided. Fencing, if at
all required, should be of bio-fencing, cable fencing, solar fencing etc.

All major activities in PA area shall be part of approved Wildlife Management Plan.
For activities in Tiger Reserves, the NTCA and for activities in other PA area, The
Wildlife Division of MoEF&CC, should be consulted before hand. Any large
activity in Wildlife area, such as wild boar/elephant proof fencing etc. should be first
evaluated for site specific need by WII.

For mitigation of impacts of natural calamities, due care should be taken while
selecting sites and such plantations are supported through suitable techniques to
protect the plantations.

Funding for supply of wood saving appliances/ energy saving conventional source of
energy to fringe forest villages should be obtained from schemes of the concerned
Ministry like MNRE, MP&NG etc. before approaching the National Authority for
funding.

Compulsory inclusion of following details in the APOs as a separate chapter shall be
a precondition for approval of the APOs in future:

(a) uploading of correct KML files and geo-coordinates of all afforestation and other
major works carried out on e-Green Watch;

(b) completing monitoring and evaluation (both routine monitoring and third party
monitoring) of works undertaken and action taken on the recommendations;

It is to ensure that there is no overlapping of activities/funding with other schemes
and may provide a certificate to that effect.

Local species, especially fruit and fodder species, has to be given preference in
afforestation/ regeneration to be carried out; monoculture should not be undertaken,
and planting of exotic species shall be avoided.

Compensating the loss of ecological services due to forest diversion for non-forestry
purposes is the main objective of Compensatory Afforestation Fund. Regeneration
and development of forests should, therefore, be given priority. Also, priority should
be accorded to labour intensive activities for regeneration and development of
forests.

Works related to Eco-tourism and Eco-development are permissible only as per

approved site-specific schemes.

Soil and moisture conservation work shall be carried out in an integrated manner
under watershed approach from "ridge to valley” only in degraded forests. This shall
focus assisted natural regeneration and supplemented by artificial seeding with
quantifiable monitoring parameters. Construction of dam, stops dams and their
deepening are to be taken up only if they are a part of an integrated soil and moisture
conservation plan of the catchment area. Since this component (SWC for
regeneration of forests) is a very large work, the efficacy of the design and activities
shall concurrently monitored by reputed independent agency. Actions will be,
accordingly, taken during the lifetime of each project. The overall impact on
improved forest regeneration shall be shared with NAEB (MoEF&CC) on an annual
basis.

Purchase of vehicles shall avoided. Instead, hiring of vehicles shall be the first

option. Repair/ maintenance of vehicles shall be limited to the vehicles purchased

from the CAMPA funds previously.

Utilization of State Compensatory Afforestation Fund (CAF) shall be done in such a
manner that at least 80 per cent in used for afforestation forest development and
wildlife habitat improvement and maximum 20 per cent be used for

infrastructure/capacity building related items.
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xvi. All concerned officers shall also ensure that there is no overlapping of
activities/funding with other schemes and may provide a certificate to that effect.
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
